First Lesson

1 Kings 17:7-16

" Some time later the brook dried up because there had been no rain in the land. & Then the word of

the LORD came to him: ®“Go at once to Zarephath in the region of Sidon and stay there. | have directed a
widow there to supply you with food.” 1% So he went to Zarephath. When he came to the town gate, a widow

was there gathering sticks. He called to her and asked, “Would you bring me a little water in a jar so I may have
a drink?” 1 As she was going to get it, he called, “And bring me, please, a piece of bread.”

12¢«As surely as the LORD your God lives,” she replied, “I don’t have any bread—only a handful of flour in a jar
and a little olive oil in a jug. | am gathering a few sticks to take home and make a meal for myself and my son,
that we may eat it—and die.”

13 Elijah said to her, “Don’t be afraid. Go home and do as you have said. But first make a small loaf of bread for
me from what you have and bring it to me, and then make something for yourself and your son. * For this is
what the LORD, the God of Israel, says: ‘The jar of flour will not be used up and the jug of oil will not run dry
until the day the LORD sends rain on the land.””

15She went away and did as Elijah had told her. So there was food every day for Elijah and for the woman and
her family. 16 For the jar of flour was not used up and the jug of oil did not run dry, in keeping with the word of
the LORD spoken by Elijah.

Second Lesson
1 Corinthians 12:21-27

21 The eye cannot say to the hand, “I don’t need you!” And the head cannot say to the feet, “I don’t need

you!” 220n the contrary, those parts of the body that seem to be weaker are indispensable, 2 and the parts that
we think are less honorable we treat with special honor. And the parts that are unpresentable are treated with
special modesty, 2 while our presentable parts need no special treatment. But God has put the body together,
giving greater honor to the parts that lacked it, 2> so that there should be no division in the body, but that its parts
should have equal concern for each other. 26 If one part suffers, every part suffers with it; if one part is honored,
every part rejoices with it.

3“About nine in the morning he went out and saw others standing in the marketplace doing nothing. 4 He told
them, ‘You also go and work in my vineyard, and I will pay you whatever is right.” ® So they went.

“He went out again about noon and about three in the afternoon and did the same thing. ® About five in the
afternoon he went out and found still others standing around. He asked them, ‘Why have you been standing here
all day long doing nothing?’

7«““Because no one has hired us,” they answered.

“He said to them, “You also go and work in my vineyard.’

8“When evening came, the owner of the vineyard said to his foreman, ‘Call the workers and pay them their
wages, beginning with the last ones hired and going on to the first.’

2 ‘These who were hired last
worked only one hour,’ they said, ‘and you have made them equal to us who have borne the burden of the work
and the heat of the day.’

13“But he answered one of them, ‘I am not being unfair to you, friend. Didn’t you agree to work for a
denarius? 4 Take your pay and go. | want to give the one who was hired last the same as | gave you. **Don’t I
have the right to do what I want with my own money? Or are you envious because I am generous?’
