First Lesson
Exodus 15:22-27

bitter. (That is why the place is called Marah.) 2 So the people grumbled against Moses, saying, “What are we
to drink?”

There the LoRD issued a ruling and instruction for them and put them to the test. 26 He said, “If you listen
carefully to the LORD your God and do what is right in his eyes, if you pay attention to his commands and
keep all his decrees, | will not bring on you any of the diseases | brought on the Egyptians, for | am the LORD,
who heals you.”

They were in a
boat with their father Zebedee, preparing their nets. Jesus called them, 22 and immediately they left the boat and
their father and followed him.

23 Jesus went throughout Galilee, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news of the kingdom, and
healing every disease and sickness among the people. 2* News about him spread all over Syria, and people
brought to him all who were ill with various diseases, those suffering severe pain, the demon-possessed, those
having seizures, and the paralyzed; and he healed them. 2° Large crowds from Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem,
Judea and the region across the Jordan followed him.
