First Lesson 

Acts 5:29-42 

29 Peter and the other apostles replied: “We must obey God rather than human beings! 30 The God of our 

ancestors raised Jesus from the dead—whom you killed by hanging him on a cross. 31 God exalted him to his 

own right hand as Prince and Savior that he might bring Israel to repentance and forgive their sins. 32 We are 

witnesses of these things, and so is the Holy Spirit, whom God has given to those who obey him.” 

33 When they heard this, they were furious and wanted to put them to death. 34 But a Pharisee named Gamaliel, a 

teacher of the law, who was honored by all the people, stood up in the Sanhedrin and ordered that the men be 

put outside for a little while. 35 Then he addressed the Sanhedrin: “Men of Israel, consider carefully what you 

intend to do to these men. 36 Some time ago Theudas appeared, claiming to be somebody, and about four 

hundred men rallied to him. He was killed, all his followers were dispersed, and it all came to nothing. 37 After 

him, Judas the Galilean appeared in the days of the census and led a band of people in revolt. He too was killed, 

and all his followers were scattered. 38 Therefore, in the present case I advise you: Leave these men alone! Let 

them go! For if their purpose or activity is of human origin, it will fail. 39 But if it is from God, you will not be 

able to stop these men; you will only find yourselves fighting against God.” 

40 His speech persuaded them. They called the apostles in and had them flogged. Then they ordered them not to 

speak in the name of Jesus, and let them go. 

41 The apostles left the Sanhedrin, rejoicing because they had been counted worthy of suffering disgrace for the 

Name. 42 Day after day, in the temple courts and from house to house, they never stopped teaching and 

proclaiming the good news that Jesus is the Messiah. 

 



Second Lesson 

1 Peter 1:3-9  

3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! In his great mercy he has given us new birth into a 

living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead, 4 and into an inheritance that can never 

perish, spoil or fade. This inheritance is kept in heaven for you, 5 who through faith are shielded by God’s 

power until the coming of the salvation that is ready to be revealed in the last time. 6 In all this you greatly 

rejoice, though now for a little while you may have had to suffer grief in all kinds of trials. 7 These have come 

so that the proven genuineness of your faith—of greater worth than gold, which perishes even though refined by 

fire—may result in praise, glory and honor when Jesus Christ is revealed. 8 Though you have not seen him, you 

love him; and even though you do not see him now, you believe in him and are filled with an inexpressible and 

glorious joy, 9 for you are receiving the end result of your faith, the salvation of your souls.

Matthew 22:34-40 

34 Hearing that Jesus had silenced the Sadducees, the Pharisees got together. 35 One of them, an expert in the 

law, tested him with this question: 36 “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” 

37 Jesus replied: “‘Love the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your 

mind.’ 38 This is the first and greatest commandment. 39 And the second is like it: ‘Love your neighbor as 

yourself.’ 40 All the Law and the Prophets hang on these two commandments.”
